Section: Choice Book

Section: Vocabulary (Baker’s Dozen)
Consider making flashcards for each word.  The format will be sentences in which you need to choose the correct word to fill in the blank.  Be prepared to use clues in the sentence to help determine the correct word.

Section: Writing
There will be a mentor text for you to read and answer questions about, so make sure you know the information well enough to APPLY it.  Study your notes and handouts.  Be familiar with the following terms and concepts:
